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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

 Significant achievements of Ministry of Minority Affairs 

1. In pursuance with the recommendations of the National Commission for Religious 

and Linguistic Minorities (NCRLM), the Government have carved out a sub-quota of 4.5% 
st

effective from 1  January, 2012 for backward classes of minorities from out of 27% quota of 

Other Backward Classes (OBC). This reservation is available to those minority communities 

who are included in the Central list of OBC published by the Ministry of Social Justice & 

Empowerment from time to time. The reservation will be for the Central Government jobs 

and services and also admissions to Central Government educational institutions.

2. In order to bring utmost transparency and also to make the selection system faster, 

the Ministry of Minority Affairs introduced, on a pilot basis, a unique scheme called ‘On-line 

Scholarship Management System’ (OSMS) during the year 2011-12 for awarding Merit-cum-

Means scholarships.  This is the first time that in a Government Scholarship Scheme such a 

system has been introduced.

3. For educationally empowering minority communities, the Ministry of Minority Affairs 

within a short span of four years in the 11th Plan have awarded more than 1 crore 

scholarships to minorities, out of which 50.34% has been awarded to girls students.

Other achievements during the year 2011-12:-

Ø29.23 lakh pre-matric scholarships awarded of which 53.80% went to girl students.

Ø4.38 lakh post-matric scholarships awarded of which 55.65% went to girl students.

Ø29579 Merit-cum- Means scholarships awarded of which 38.06 % went to girl students.

ØRs. 128.23 crore released to 33337 beneficiaries under term loan and micro finance by 

NMDFC.

Ø76,000 wakf records have been entered in the Wakf Registration Module and 

preparation for digitization of  40,000 wakf records has been completed.

ØAn amount of Rs. 432.32 crore have been released to the State Governments, for 

implementation of Multi-sectoral Development Programme in Minority Concentration 

Districts.

1.11 An  outlay of ` 7000 crore was  allocated  to  this  Ministry  for  the  various 

schemes/programmes in the Eleventh Five Year Plan (2007-12). Plan budget provision of  

` 2850 crore was made in the Budget Estimates 2011-12, which was reduced in the Revised 

Estimates for 2011-12 to ` 2750 crore. A non-plan provision of ` 16.00 crore was made in 
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the Budget Estimates for the year 2010-11, which was subsequently enhanced to 

` 16.46 crore in the Revised Estimates 2011-12. A statement showing the plan 

scheme/programme-wise Eleventh Plan outlay, Budget Estimates, Revised Estimates and

FILE TRACKING SYSTEM

1.12 In the Ministry, a File Tracking System has been functioning since November, 2010. 

The software for this system was developed by NIC. This software allows the monitoring of 

the movement of files throughout the Ministry, captures details of all receipts and disposals 

of all correspondence received in the Ministry and action taken on these correspondences.
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CHAPTER 2

PRIME MINISTER’S NEW 15 POINT PROGRAMME 

FOR THE WELFARE OF MINORITIES

2.1 The Prime Minister’s New 15 Point Programme for the Welfare of Minorities was 

announced in June, 2006. It provides programme specific interventions, with definite goals 

which are to be achieved in a specific time frame. The objectives of the programme are: (a) 

Enhancing opportunities for education; (b) Ensuring an equitable share for minorities in 

economic activities and employment, through existing and new schemes, enhanced credit 

support for self-employment, and recruitment to State and Central Government jobs; (c) 

Improving the conditions of living of minorities by ensuring an appropriate  share for them 

in infrastructure development schemes; and (d) Prevention and control of communal 

disharmony and violence.

2.2 An important aim of the new programme is to ensure that the benefits of various 

government schemes for the underprivileged reach the disadvantaged sections of the 

minority communities. In order to ensure that the benefits of these schemes flow equitably 

to the minorities, the new programme envisages location of a certain proportion of 

development projects in minority concentration areas. It also provides that, wherever 

possible, 15% of targets and outlays under various schemes should be earmarked for the 

minorities.

2.3 The target group of the programme consists of the eligible sections among the 

minorities notified under Section 2 (c ) of the National Commission for Minorities Act, 1992, 

viz. Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, Buddhists and Zoroastrians (Parsis). In States, where one of 

the minority communities notified under Section 2 (c) of the National Commission for 

Minorities Act, 1992 is, in a majority, the earmarking of physical/financial targets under 

different schemes will be only for the other notified minorities. These States /UT are Jammu 

& Kashmir, Punjab, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland and Lakshadweep.

2.4 The progress of implementation of the programme is monitored by each of the 

Ministries/Departments concerned on a monthly basis. At the Central level, Ministry of 

Minority Affairs reviews the overall progress on a quarterly basis with the Nodal officers of 

other Ministries. The progress is reviewed once in six months by the Committee of 

Secretaries, and thereafter, a report is submitted to the Union Cabinet. The Cabinet has 

already reviewed the progress of implementation six times since the new programme was 

launched in June, 2006. As envisaged in the guidelines, the States/UTs are required to 

constitute the State Level Committees to monitor the progress. Similar mechanism has also 

been envisaged at the  district level.
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2.5 The list of schemes included in the New 15 Point Programme, which are amenable 

to earmarking, is as under:-

§Integrated Child Development Services (ICDS) Scheme by providing services through 

Anganwadi Centres {Ministry of Women & Child Development}.

§Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) and Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya Scheme (KGBV) 

{Ministry of Human Resources Development}

§Aajeevika{Ministry of Rural Development}

§Swarnajayanti Shahari Rojgar Yojana (SJSRY) {Ministry of Housing & Urban Poverty 

Alleviation}

§Industrial Training Institutes (ITIs) {Ministry of Labour & Employment}

2.6 It has been reported by Department of Personnel and Training that during 2010-11, 

51 Ministries/Departments have recruited 21,118 minority candidates, which works out to 

12.2% of the total recruitments made.

2.7 The monitoring mechanism for implementation of Prime Minister’s New 15 Point 

Programme has been strengthened. In 2009, the Government approved inclusion of two 

Members of Parliament from Lok Sabha and one Member of Parliament from Rajya Sabha, 

two Members of the Legislative Assembly to be nominated by the State Government in the 

State Level Committees for implementation of the Prime Minister’s New 15 Point Programme 

for the Welfare of Minorities. However, one of the Members included in the State Level 

Committee from Lok Sabha and Legislative Assembly should have been elected from any of 

the minority concentration districts in those states which have minority concentration 

districts (MCDs).  In respect of District Level Committee for implementation of the Prime 

Minister’s new 15 Point Programme, besides one Member of Parliament from Rajya Sabha 

representing the State to be nominated by the Central Government, all Members of 

Parliament and all Members of Legislative Assembly representing the district would be 

included in the District Committee.
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CHAPTER 3

SACHAR COMMITTEE REPORT & 

FOLLOW UP ACTION

The Government took decisions on the recommendations of the Prime Minister’s High Level 

Committee on Social, Economic and Educational status of the Muslim Community of India, 

pertaining to various Ministries/Departments. The status of implementation of the decisions 

taken by Government on the follow-up action on the recommendations of the Sachar 

Committee is as under:-

3.1 Department of Financial Services :

(i) All public sector banks have been directed to open more branches in districts having a 

substantial minority population. Since 2007-08, 3276 branches were opened in such 
st

districts. During 2011-12, up to 31  December, 2011, 619 branches have been opened.

st
(ii) RBI revised its Master Circular on 1  July, 2007 on priority sector lending (PSL) for 

st
improving credit facilities to minority communities. As on 31  December, 2011, 

` 154789.90 crore, which is 14.83% of total PSL, was provided to minorities.

(iii) District Consultative Committees (DCCs) of lead banks are regularly monitoring the 

disposal and rejection of loan applications for minorities.

(iv) To promote micro-finance among women, 6,03,087 accounts have been opened for  

minority women with ` 6611.87 crore as micro-credit in 2011-12 upto September, 2011.

(v) All public sector banks are organizing awareness campaigns in blocks/districts/towns 

with substantial minority population. In 2011-12, 1658 awareness campaigns were 

organized in such areas upto September, 2011.

(vi) Lead  banks  have  organized  618  entrepreneurial  development  programmes  in 

blocks/districts/towns with substantial minority population upto September, 2011 and 

the number of beneficiaries is 9065. 

3.2 Ministry of Human Resource Development:

A multi-pronged strategy to address the educational backwardness of the Muslim 

community, as brought out by the Sachar Committee, has been adopted, as given 

below:-

a) Under the Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBV) scheme, criteria of educationally 
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st
backward blocks has been revised with effect from 1  April, 2008 to cover blocks with 

less than 30% rural female literacy and in urban areas with less than national average 

of female literacy (53.67%: Census 2001). Under the scheme, 70 KGBVs have been 

operationalized for minority concentration districts against the target of 107 during the 

year 2011-12 upto December, 2011.

b) Universalization of access to quality education at secondary stage called Rashtriya 

Madhyamik Shiksha Abhiyan (RMSA) has been approved. The scheme envisages 

preference to minority concentration areas in opening of Government schools. State 

Governments have been advised to accord priority to setting up of new/upgraded 

schools in minority concentration areas while appraising proposals under this scheme. 

158 New Secondary Schools have been approved in 2011-12 upto October, 2011.

c) One model college each would be set up in 374 educationally backward districts (EBDs) 

of the country. Of 374 EBDs, 67 are in identified minority concentration districts.  

During  2011-12, five  model colleges  have been sanctioned in MCDs, and funds  of 
th

` 2.67  crores have been released upto 30  September, 2011.

d) Under  the  sub-Mission  on  polytechnics,  financial  assistance  is  provided  to  the 

States/UTs for setting up of polytechnics in un-served and under-served districts. 

57 districts out of 90 minority concentration districts are eligible for consideration under 

the scheme. So far, 46 minority concentration districts have been covered for setting 

up of polytechnics, and an amount of ` 222.66 crore have been released upto 
th30  September, 2011.

e) Preference is given by the University Grants Commission for provision of girls’ hostels in 

universities and colleges in the areas where there is concentration of minorities 

especially Muslims. The UGC has sanctioned 284 Women’s hostels and released 
th` 201.55 crore till 30  September, 2011 during 11th Plan in Minority Concentration 

Districts/area.

f) The Area Intensive & Madarsa Modernisation Programme has been revised and 

bifurcated into two schemes. A Scheme for Providing Quality Education in Madarsas 

(SPQEM) has been launched with an allocation of ` 325 crore for the Eleventh Five-

Year Plan. It contains attractive provisions for better teachers’ salary, increased 

assistance for books, teaching aids and computers and introduction of vocational 
st

subjects, etc. An amount of ` 92.77 crore has been released upto 31  December, 2011 

against budget provision of ` 150 crore. The other scheme, which provides financial 

assistance for Infrastructure Development of Private aided/unaided Minority Institutes 

(IDMI), has been launched with an allocation of ` 125 crore for the Eleventh Five-Year 

Plan. During 2011-12, an amount of ` 21.88 crore has been released against budget 
stoutlay of ` 50.00 crore upto 31  December, 2011.

g) For subsequent access to higher education, the Certificates issued by the State 

Madarsa Boards, whose Certificates and qualifications have been granted equivalence 

by the corresponding State Boards, would be considered equivalent by the Central 

Board of Secondary Education (CBSE), Council of Board of School Education in India 

(COBSE) or/and by any other school examination board.

h) Academies for professional development of Urdu medium teachers have been set up at 

three Central Universities namely, Aligarh Muslim University, Jamia Milia Islamia 

University, New Delhi and Maulana Azad National Urdu University, Hyderabad. During  

2011-12, 4718 Urdu Teachers have been trained under Refresher Courses/Workshops.

i) Under the revised scheme, financial assistance is given for appointment of Urdu 

teachers in a Government school in any locality where more than 25% of the 

population is from Urdu speaking community. The financial assistance would be based 

on the prevailing salary structure of Urdu teachers employed with schools of the State 

Government. Honorarium is also admissible to part-time Urdu teachers.

j) The States/UTs have been advised to undertake community based mobilization 

campaigns in areas having a substantial population of Muslims. Saakshar Bharat is 

being implemented in 372 districts out of 410 eligible districts where adult female  

literacy is  50% or below as per 2001 Census. Out of 88 Muslim dominated districts, 61 

districts have been covered under Saakshar Bharat.

k) Jan Shikshan Sansthans (JSSs) are envisaged in the revised schemes. At present, JSSs 

are imparting vocational training in 33 out of the 88 Muslim dominated districts in the 

country.

l) The mid-day meal scheme has been extended to all areas in the country from the year 

2008-09 and also covers upper primary schools. Blocks with a concentration of Muslim 

population are being covered under this scheme.  

m) All State Governments/UT administrations have been advised for using existing school 

buildings and community buildings as study centres for school children. 

n) National Council of Educational Research and Training (NCERT) has prepared text 

books for all classes in the light of the National Curriculum Framework-2005 (NCF). 

14 States have revised their curriculum as per the NCF 2005 while 9 States are in the 

process of doing so.  Ten States/UTs use textbooks of neighbouring States or NCERT 

textbooks.

o) Thirty five universities have started centers for studying social exclusion and inclusive 

policy for minorities and scheduled castes and scheduled tribes. Besides, 1280 Centres 

of Equal Opportunity (CEOs) have been established in 51 universities during 2009-10 
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and 1345 and 1367 such centres are proposed to be established during 2010-11 and 

2011-12 respectively. 

3.3Ministry of Minority Affairs:

(a) An expert group, constituted to study and recommend the structure and functions of an 
th

Equal Opportunity Commission (EOC), submitted its report on 13  March, 2008,  the 

concept of diversity index has been subsumed in the EOC. The draft Bill for EOC is 

under consultation with other Ministries/Departments concerned. 

(b) The  Waqf (Amendment) Bill, 2010 as passed by the Lok Sabha was referred to  Select 
st

Committee of the Rajya Sabha on 31  August, 2010. The Report of the Select 

Committee of the Rajya Sabha on the Waqf (Amendment) Bill, 2010 was placed on the 
thTable of the Rajya Sabha on 16  December, 2011. 

 (c) The Government has accorded ‘in-principle’ approval for restructuring of National 

Minorities Development and Finance Corporation (NMDFC). A consultancy firm which 

was appointed to study and work out the details for restructuring of NMDFC has 

submitted its Reports which are being examined in the Ministry.

(d) An inter-ministerial Task Force constituted to devise an appropriate strategy and action 

plan for developing 338 identified towns having substantial minority population, has 
thsubmitted its report on 8  November, 2007. The concerned Ministries/Departments 

have been advised to give priority in the implementation of their schemes in these 338 

towns. 

(e) Three scholarship schemes for minority communities namely, pre-matric scholarship 

from class-I to X, post-matric scholarship from class XI to PhD and merit-cum-means 

scholarship for technical and professional courses at under-graduate and post-graduate 

levels have been launched. Under these schemes, ` 649.21 crore have been sanctioned 

for award of scholarships to 33.90 lakh students belonging to minority communities up 
st

to 31  December, 2011. Further, a fellowship scheme called Maulana Azad National 

Fellowship scheme for M.Phil and Ph.D. scholars has been under implementation.

756 fellowships and 3778 renewals have been sanctioned by University Grants 

Commission (UGC) and financial assistance for ` 51.98 crore has been released upto 
st31  December, 2011.

(f) The corpus of Maulana Azad Education Foundation (MAEF), which stood at ` 100 crore, 

was doubled to ` 200 crore in December, 2006. The corpus was, however, increased 
thduring 11  Plan Period to ` 700 crore. Under the schemes of MAEF, since 2007-08, 419 

NGOs have been given grants-in-aid for infrastructure development of educational 

institutions and 48471 scholarships were awarded to meritorious girls in classes-XI and XII.
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(g)  A revised  Coaching and Allied scheme was launched in 2006-07. Against the target of 

6000 candidates for 2011-12, financial  assistance has been given to 

90 students/candidates belonging to minority communities. Under the Scheme 

` 4.00 crore have been released against the budget provision of ` 16.00 crore, upto 
st31   December,  2011.

(h) A Multi-sectoral Development Programme (MsDP) was launched in 90 identified 

minority concentration districts in 2008-09. Plans of 90 minority concentration districts 

(fully in 63 and partly in 27 districts) in Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal, Assam, 

Manipur, Bihar, Meghalaya, Jharkhand, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Orissa, 

Maharashtra, Karnataka, Kerala, Uttrakhand, Mizoram, Jammu & Kashmir, Delhi Madhya 

Pradesh, Sikkim and Arunachal Pradesh have been approved and ` 2588.34 crore 

released to State Governments and Union Territory Administrations up to 
st

31  December, 2011 since launching of the programme. 

3.4 Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation :

A National Data Bank, to compile data on the various socio-economic and basic amenities 

parameters for socio-religious communities, has been set up in the Ministry of Statistics and 

Programme Implementation.

3.5 Planning Commission:

(a) An autonomous Assessment & Monitoring Authority (AMA), to analyse data collected 

for taking appropriate and corrective policy decisions, was set up in the Planning 
th

Commission.  Since the term of the AMA ended on 15  January, 2011, the Planning 

Commission has reconstituted the AMA and the newly reconstituted AMA  has held a 

few meetings. 

(b) A comprehensive institutional structure for fostering skill development has been set up 

in Planning Commission to address the skill development needs of the country 

including minorities. It includes National Council on Skill Development, National Skill 

Development Coordination Board and a National Skill Development Corporation.

3.6 Department of Personnel and Training:

(a) Department of Personnel & Training has developed training modules for sensitization 

of government officials for the welfare of minorities. These modules have been sent to 

the Central/ State Training Institutes for training.

(b) State Governments and Union Territory Administrations have been advised by 

Department of Personnel & Training for posting of Muslim police personnel in Thanas 
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and Muslim health personnel and teachers in Muslim concentration areas. Guidelines 

have also been issued by Ministry of Home Affairs, Ministry of Human Resource 

Development and Ministry of Health & Family Welfare advising States/UTs for similar 

action.

3.7 Ministry of Home Affairs:

(a) A High Level Committee, set up to review the Delimitation Act, has considered the 

concerns expressed in the Sachar Committee report regarding anomalies with respect 

to reserved constituencies under the delimitation schemes  and submitted its Report.

(b) A Working Group in the National Advisory Council (NAC) drafted a Bill titled 

“Prevention of Communal and Targeted Violence (Access to Justice & Reparations) Bill, 

2011”.  The NAC sent the Bill to Ministry of Home Affairs on 25.07.2011.  The draft Bill 

is under examination in Ministry of Home Affairs.

3.8 Ministry of Urban Development and Ministry of Housing & 

Urban Poverty Alleviation:

For facilitating the flow of funds under the Jawarharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal 

Mission (JNNURM), Urban Infrastructure Development Scheme for Small and Medium Towns 

(UIDSSMT), Integrated Housing & Slum Development Programme (IHSDP) and Basic 

Services  for Urban Poor  (BSUP) to towns and cities, having a substantial concentration of 

minority population, necessary steps have been taken to ensure that Detailed Project 

Reports (DPRs) for such towns and cities include adequate provisions for minorities.

(a) Under UIDSSMT, ` 2672.34 crore has been sanctioned for 88 towns having a 

substantial minority population.

(b) Under IHSDP, projects costing ` 1897.69 crore are for 101 towns having a substantial 

minority population.

(c) Under BSUP, ` 7086.47 crore has been sanctioned for 17 towns.

(d) Governments of Uttar Pradesh, Karnataka, Punjab, Chhatisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, 

Rajasthan, Lakshadweep, Puducherry and Kerala have given exemption to Waqf Board 

properties from Rent Control Act, while Arunachal Pradesh and Nagaland have 

informed that no Waqf property exists in these States.

3.9 Ministry of Labour and Employment :

An Act has been passed by the Parliament for providing social security to workers in the un-

organized sector, which, inter- alia, includes home based workers.
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3.10 Ministry of Culture :

Meetings of circles of Archeological Survey of India have been held with State Waqf Boards 

to review the list of waqf properties which are under the Archeological Survey of India.

3.11  Ministry of Health and Family Welfare :

Dissemination of information regarding health and family welfare schemes is being 

undertaken in regional languages in minority concentration areas.

3.12 Ministry of Panchayati Raj:

State Governments have been advised by Ministry of Panchayati Raj and Ministry of Urban 

Development to improve representation of minorities in local bodies.  

As per information furnished by Ministry of Panchayati Raj, the States/UTs of Uttarakhand, 

Kerala, West Bengal and Lakshadweep have mentioned that provisions for ensuring 

representation of minorities in District and Panchayat level exist.  The State Governments of 

Himachal Pradesh and Orissa have informed that the matter is under consideration.  

Ministry of Urban Development has informed that the State Governments of Kerala, West 

Bengal and Haryana have implemented the guidelines.   

3.13 Ministry of Information & Broadcasting :

The Ministry of Information & Broadcasting has been regularly releasing features of various 

themes associated with minority welfare covering issues such as scholarship schemes and 

initiatives taken in pursuance of the Sachar Committee Report.   
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CHAPTER 4

IDENTIFICATION OF MINORITY 

CONCENTRATION DISTRICTS (MCDs)

4.1 In 1987, a list of 41 minority concentration districts was drawn up based on a single 

criterion of minority population of 20 percent or more in a district as per 1971 Census for 

enabling focused attention of government programmes and schemes on these districts.

4.2 In order to ensure that the benefits of schemes and programmes of government 

reach the relatively disadvantaged segments of society, it was decided to identify districts on 

the basis of minority population of Census 2001 and backwardness parameters. A fresh 

exercise was, therefore, carried out based on population figures and the following 

backwardness parameters of 2001 Census:

Religion-specific socio-economic indicators at the district level:

(i) literacy rate;

(ii) female literacy rate;

(iii) work participation rate; and

(iv) female work participation rate. 

Basic amenities indicators at the district level :

(i) percentage of households with pucca walls;

(ii) percentage of households with safe drinking water;

(iii) percentage of households with electricity; and

(iv) Percentage of households with water closet latrines.

4.3 Although female literacy and work participation are included in the overall literacy 

and work participation rates, these are important enough to be considered separately as 

they constitute independent indicators of the level of development, especially gender equity.

4.4 The process of identification of minority concentration districts has been carried out 

as follows:-

(i) (a) Districts with a ‘substantial minority population’ of at least 25% of the total 

population were identified in 29 States/UTs.
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(b) Districts having a large absolute minority population exceeding 5 lakh and the 

percentage of minority population exceeding 20% but less than 25% were 

identified in 29 States/UTs.

(c) In the six States/UTs, where a minority community is in majority, districts 

having 15% of minority population, other than that of the minority community 

in a majority in that State/UT were identified.

(ii) Thereafter, the position of these districts in terms of “backwardness” was evaluated 

against the two sets of socio-economic and basic amenities indicators. 90 Minority 

Concentration Districts(MCDs) having a substantial minority population, which are relatively 

backward and falling behind the national average in terms of socio-economic and basic 

amenities indicators, have been identified in 2007 based on population data and the 

backwardness parameters of 2001 Census.  Out of the 90 minority concentration districts, 

53 districts have been classified in category ‘A’. Category ‘A’ districts fall behind in both 

socio-economic and basic amenities parameters. The remaining 37 districts fall under 

category ‘B’ of which 20 districts fall behind in socio-economic parameters and 17 districts in 

basic amenities parameters These have been classified as sub-category ‘B1’ and ‘B2’ 

respectively. The lists of these districts are in Annexure IV-A, IV-B and IV-C.

4.5 The Government while approving the identification of 90 MCDs directed for 

implementation of a special area development programme.

5.6 A baseline survey was assigned to the Indian Council of Social Science Research 

(ICSSR), New Delhi to identify the ‘development deficit’ of these districts. The survey has 

been carried out by the research institutes affiliated to ICSSR, New Delhi.

CHAPTER 5

SCHEME OF MULTI-SECTORAL DEVELOPMENT 

PROGRAMME (MsDP)

5.1 The programme aims at improving the socio-economic and basic amenities 

parameters for improving the quality of life of the people and reducing imbalances in the 

Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs) during the Eleventh Five Year Plan period. Identified 

‘development deficits’ are addressed through a district specific plan for provision of better 

infrastructure for school and secondary education, sanitation, pucca housing, drinking water 

and electricity supply, besides beneficiary oriented schemes for creating income generating 

activities. Absolutely critical infrastructure linkages like connecting roads, basic health 

infrastructure, ICDS centers, skill development and marketing facilities required for 

improving living conditions and income generating activities and catalyzing the growth 

process are eligible for inclusion in the plan. The focus of this programme is on rural and 

semi-rural areas of the identified 90 MCDs.

5.2 The programme is implemented by the line departments/agencies assigned projects 

by the Department in the State/UT dealing with minority affairs/welfare. Panchayati Raj 

Institutions/urban local bodies would be involved in the implementation of the MsDP Plan 

wherever the mechanism is established. The State may, however, decide to execute the 

project through any qualified, reputed, experienced agency, including renowned and widely 

accepted NGOs, justification for which should be mentioned in the proposal.

5.3 Creation of new posts under this programme is strictly prohibited. It is the 

responsibility of the State Government/UT administration to ensure that staff required for 

operationalization of assets proposed to be created under this programme is already 

available or will be provided by them.

5.4 There would be no change in guidelines of any existing Central or Centrally 

Sponsored Scheme under implementation in the said district for which this scheme  provides 

additional funds. As far as possible, the focus of the programme is on providing appropriate 

social and economic infrastructure rather than targeting individual beneficiaries. In case 

schemes for individual benefits are taken up under the programme, there will be no 

divergence from existing norms for selection of beneficiaries from the list of BPL families in 

the district, so that benefits from the additional funds flow to all BPL families and not 

selectively to families of minority communities.
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5.5  A baseline survey was assigned to the Indian Institute of Social Science Research 

(ICSSR), New Delhi to identify the ‘development deficits’ of these districts. The survey has 

been carried out by the research institutes affiliated with the ICSSR.  

5.6 Financial assistance are sanctioned to the State Government/UT administration 

concerned on 100% grant basis in suitable installments linked with the satisfactory progress 

made as per approved Multi-sectoral Development Plan. Funds under the programme are 

released to the States/UTs only against the approved district development plans. Once the 

proposal is approved for support by the Ministry of Minority Affairs, the first installment is 

released. The release is subject to a commitment from the State Government/UT 

administration that they will do the following:-

(a)  Constitute the State Level Committee for implementation of the 15 Point Programme 

for the Welfare of Minorities, if not already done.

(b) Constitute the District Level Committee for implementation of the 15 Point Programme 

for the Welfare of Minorities, if not already done.

(c) Notify a department in the State/UT to deal with clear responsibilities for schemes of 

minority welfare.

(d) Set up a cell in that department exclusively to look after the implementation, 

monitoring, reporting and evaluation of this programme. This cell will be IT enabled.

(e) Ensure that the funds provided for the MCDs are additional resources for these districts 

and do not substitute State Government funds already flowing to the districts. 

To prevent diversion of funds from MCDs, the flow of funds to the district concerned in 

the previous year will be taken as a benchmark.

(f) Agree to provide the State share in such central schemes/programmes, which are being 

topped up, to saturate the requirement in the district.

(g) Agree to operate and maintain the physical assets created under this programme.

Monitoring mechanism

5.7 The State Level Committee and the District Level Committee constituted for 

implementation of the Prime Minister’s new 15 Point Programme for the Welfare of 

Minorities under the chairmanship of the Chief Secretary and the Deputy 

Commissioner/Collector respectively also serve as Committees for this programme. The 

District Committee prepares the development plan for MCD. Both the District and State 

Level Committees  ensure that there is no duplication of schemes, funds are not diverted, 
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the level of funding is not less than that of the previous year, and funds under this 

programme are adequate for   implementation of the plan.

5.8 A ‘MsDP Empowered Committee’ in the Ministry of Minority Affairs appraises and 

approves the projects in the plans. The Empowered Committee also serves as the Oversight 

Committee at the Centre and monitors the implementation of the programme. The State 

Level Committee constituted for implementation of the Prime Minister’s New 15 Point 

Programme for the Welfare of Minorities headed by the Chief Secretary also serves as the 

Oversight Committee at the State/UT to monitor the implementation of the programme. 

Status of Implementation

5.9 The Multi-sectoral Development Programme was launched in 2008-09. Plans of all 

the 90 MCDs districts have been considered, of which 63 districts plans have been approved 

in full and 27 plans in part. An amount of ` 2588.34 crore  was released since 2008-09 till 
st31  December, 2011. During the year 2011-12, ` 432.32 crore has been released to 

stStates/UTs up to 31  December, 2011.

The details of budgetary provisions, funds released and expenditure reported by the 

States/UTs for implementation of MsDP in MCDs since October, 2008 when funds were first 

released are given in the table below:-

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CHAPTER 6

PRE-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME

6.1 The Pre-matric scholarship scheme for students belonging to the Minority 
th

Communities was approved on 30  January, 2008. The objective of ‘Pre-matric Scholarship 

Scheme’ is to encourage parents to send their children to schools lighten their financial 

burden on their education and sustain their efforts to support their children to complete 
sttheir education. This scheme was launched on 1  April, 2008 as a Centrally Sponsored 

Scheme (CSS) on a 75:25 fund sharing ratio between the Centre and States. 100% financial 

assistance is provided to Union Territories. The Scheme is implemented through the State 

Governments/ Union Territory Administrations. 

6.2 Students with not less than 50% marks in the previous final examination, whose 

parents’/ guardians’ annual income does not exceed ` 1.00 lakh, are eligible for award of 

the Pre-matric scholarship under the scheme. Not more two children in a family would be 

entitled to a scholarship under this scheme. Under the scheme 30% of these scholarships 

are earmarked for girl students. This can be utilized by boy students if adequate numbers of 

eligible girl students are not available, then the balance earmarked scholarships may be 

awarded to eligible boy students. Inter-se selection weightage is to be given poverty rather 

than marks. 

6.3 Scholarship is provided for the entire course. However, maintenance allowance is 

given for a period not exceeding 10 months only in an academic year. 

6.4 Distribution of Pre-matric scholarships to students belonging to the five notified 

minority communities viz. Muslim, Christian, Sikh, Buddhist and Parsi in States/UTs is done 

on the basis of population of minorities in the States/UTs of Census 2001.

6.5 An outlay of ` 1400 crores has been provided in the XI Five Year Plan to award 

25 lakh scholarships during the plan period (2007-12). An amount of ` 319.80 crore was 

released and 29.23 lakh scholarships were awarded during the year 2011-12 upto 
st31  December, 2011. Of this 53.80% scholarships catered to girl students.

6.6 It has been a constant endeavour of the Ministry to improve transparency in 

scholarship schemes namely Pre-matric, Post-matric and Merit-Cum-Means based 

scholarships for this purpose, Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) pertaining to each 

scholarship scheme has been uploaded on the website of the Ministry. Similarly, the list of 

scholarships awarded in the States/UTs are being uploaded on their websites. Hyperlinks 

25



have been provided to the websites of the States/ Union Territories on the Ministry’s website 

i.e. www.minorityaffairs.gov.in. The information on the Ministry’s websites is regularly 

updated. To assist the students, a helpline (Tel. No. 011- 24364282) has been established 

which remains functional during the office hours.

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CHAPTER 7

POST-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME

7.1 The scheme of Post-matric scholarship for students belonging to the minority 

communities was launched in November, 2007. The objective of ‘Post-matric Scholarship 

Scheme’ is to award scholarships to meritorious students belonging to economically weaker 

sections of minority communities so as to provide them better opportunity for higher 

education, increase their rate of attainment in higher education and enhance their 

employability. This is a Central Sponsored Scheme (CSS) with 100% central funding and is 

implemented through the State Governments/Union Territory Administrations. Scholarship is 

awarded for studies in India in a government higher secondary school/college including 

residential government higher secondary school/college and eligible private institutes 

selected and notified in a transparent manner by the State Governments/Union Territory 

Administrations concerned. 

7.2 Students with not less than 50% in the previous year’s final examination, whose 

parents’/guardians’ annual income does not exceed ` 2 lakh are eligible for award of 

scholarship. In case sufficient number of girl students are not available, then eligible boy 

students are to be given these scholarships. Not more two children in a family would be 

entitled to a scholarship under this scheme. Not more two children in a family would be 

entitled to a scholarship under this scheme. Under the scheme 30% of these scholarships 

are earmarked for girl students. This can be utilized by boy students if adequate numbers of 

eligible girl students are not available, then the balance earmarked scholarships may be 

awarded to eligible boy students. Students from Below Poverty Line (BPL) families, having 

the lowest income shall be given preference in the ascending order. 

7.3 Scholarship is provided for the entire course. However, maintenance allowance is 

given for a period not exceeding 10 months only in an academic year. 

7.4 Distribution of Post-matric scholarships to students belonging to the five notified 

minority communities viz. Muslim, Christian, Sikh, Buddhist and Parsi in States/UTs is done 

on the basis of population of minorities in the States/UTs of Census 2001.

7.5 An outlay of ` 1150 crore has been provided for the 11th Five Year Plan to award 

15 lakh scholarships during the plan period (2007-12). An amount of ` 248.12 crore was 

released to award 4.38 lakh scholarships during the year 2011-12 (upto 31.12.2011). Of this 

55.65% catered to for girl students.

7.6 The state-wise, community-wise achievement both physical and financial is at 

Annexure -VI.
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CHAPTER 8

MERIT-CUM-MEANS BASED SCHOLARSHIP 

SCHEME 

8.1 The merit-cum-means scholarship scheme is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme launched 

in 2007. It is being implemented through State Governments/Union Territory 

Administrations. The entire expenditure is being borne by the Central Government. 

Scholarships are available for pursuing professional and technical courses, at graduate and 

post-graduate levels, in institutions recognized by appropriate authority Under the scheme 

20,000 scholarships are proposed to be awarded every year in addition to the renewals. 

8.2 30% of these scholarships are earmarked for girl students, which may be utilized by 

eligible boy students, if adequate number of eligible girl students are not available.

8.3 70 institutes for professional and technical courses have been listed in the scheme. 

Eligible students from the minority communities admitted to these institutions are 

reimbursed full course fee. A course fee of ` 20,000/- per annum is reimbursed to students 

studying in other institutions.

8.4 To be eligible, a student should have secured admission in any technical or 

professional institution, recognized by an appropriate authority. In case of students admitted 

without a competitive examination, students should have secured not less than 50% marks.  

The annual income of the family from all sources should not exceed ` 2.50 lakhs. 

On-line Scholarship Management System (OSMS)

8.5 An Online Scholarship Management System (OSMS) for Merit-cum Means Based 

scholarship scheme has been introduced as a pilot project from the current financial year 

i.e. 2011-12. Depending on its success, the system would be extended to other scholarship 

schemes. Prior to launch of the project, a series of meetings were held with the States to 

conceptualize the scheme and reach a consensus.  The work was entrusted to National 

Informatics Centre (NIC).

The dedicated website for online scholarship can be accessed through URL 

www.momascholarship.gov.in. A link to the same is also available in the website of this 

Ministry i.e. www.minorityaffairs.gov.in.

A  total number of 1,05,046 online scholarship applications, of which 77,046 were for fresh 

scholarships and 28,000 for renewal. 

The OSMS has proved to be useful both from the user and the stakeholder point of view. 
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It’s user friendliness can be gauged from the fact that through this system, applications 

have been forwarded by students from across the country. An applicant can monitor the 

progress of his/her application form and this brings in transparency in the process. It also 

improves accountability as each application is accounted for and the reason for a decision 

can be traced to a stakeholder. Since Management Information System (MIS) is generated 

on real-time basis, the OSMS also helps in improving the process of monitoring.

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CHAPTER 9

FREE COACHING AND ALLIED SCHEME

9.1 The “Free Coaching and Allied Scheme for the candidates belonging to minority 

communities” was launched by this Ministry w.e.f. 17.7.2007. It was modified w.e.f. 

16.10.2008 for a wider coverage. 

9.2 The objective of the scheme is to enhance skills and knowledge of students and 

candidates from minority communities to get employment in Government Sector/Public 

Sector Undertakings, jobs in private sector, and admission in reputed institutions in technical 

and professional courses at under-graduate and post-graduate levels and remedial coaching 

in such institutions to complete courses successfully.

9.3 Under the Scheme, financial assistance is provided to coaching institutes in 

Government and private sector for imparting free coaching/training to candidates belonging 

to minority communities.  

9.4 To avail benefits under this scheme candidates/students should belong to a minority 

community. The annual income of parents/guardians from all sources should not exceed 

` 2.50 lakh. Candidates/students should have the requisite educational qualifications for  

coaching training course they want to persue.

9.5 An outlay of ` 45 crore has been provided in the Eleventh Five Year Plan (2007-12) 

to cover 20,000 students. During the year 2011-12 (up to 31.12.2011), an amount of 

` 4.00 crore was released to 2 institutes in 1 State benefitting 90 students. The Selection 

Committee of this Ministry has selected 61 institutes and decided on a number of 9350 

students/candidates to benefit under the Scheme in financial year 2011-12. The release of 
st

I  installment to all these institutes are under process.

9.6 All information pertaining to this Scheme is available on the website of this Ministry 

at www.minorityaffairs.gov.in.

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CHAPTER 10

RESEARCH/STUDIES, MONITORING  and 

EVALUATION OF DEVELOPMENT SCHEMES 

INCLUDING PUBLICITY

10.1 The  Central  Sector  Scheme  of  Research/Studies,  Monitoring  and  Evaluation  of 

Development Schemes including Publicity, launched in November, 2007 provides for 

professional charges to institutions/organizations to undertake purposeful studies on the 

problems and requirement of minorities including surveys and concurrent monitoring of the 

schemes of this Ministry.

10.2 The scheme also provides for a multi-media campaign using the print, broadcast 

and electronic media as well as outdoor publicity for dissemination of information to 

generate awareness relating to various schemes and programmes for the welfare of 

minorities.

10.3 An MoU was signed with National Productivity Council (NPC) to monitor the schemes 

of the Ministry through National Level Monitors. This has been executed by NPC.

10.4 Indian Institute of Public Administration (IIPA) which was assigned special study on 

Low Representation of Muslims in the Ministry of Railways and Department of Posts. 

The Final Report has been submitted. 

10.5 ICSSR has been entrusted with the evaluation study on scholarship schemes run by 

Ministry of Minority Affairs. This study has been conducted in 14 districts in 14 States/U.Ts. 

MsDP has been evaluated in 24 districts in 17 States. Final report will be published/posted 

on the website of the Ministry after comments of other Ministries and experts are received.

10.6 Advertisements on schemes of the Ministry were released in 138 English, 190 Hindi, 

455 Urdu and 306 in other languages during the March, 2011 to December, 2011. 

The objective was to reach the people and make them aware of the programmes/Schemes 

of the Ministry.

10.7 Five Radio jingles were broadcasted through All India Radio in National News, Vividh 

Bharati, FM and Regional Stations from 13.6.2011 to 20.8.2011 in the first phase. 

The second phase campaigning through AIR has started from 15.12.2011. 27 North Eastern 

Stations have also been included in this phase.

10.8 Doordarshan has telecast five video spots in Hindi and in vernacular languages on 

National Network (DD-1), DD News, DD-Bharti, DD-Sports and Regional Kendras channels 
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th nd
from 10  Feb, 2011 to 22  March, 2011 on various schemes of the Ministry and again from 

15.7.2011 to 07.10.2011.

10.9 To carry out vigorous media campaign for greater awareness among the masses, the 

budgetary support for media was enhanced to ` 32 crore as against allocation of ` 18 crore 

during FY 2010-11. FAQs, Posters and Leaflets were got printed English, Hindi, Urdu and 

other languages through DAVP for mailing it to the 20,000 addresses in selected areas 

including schools in the Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs). 

10.10 The aim is to achieve wider coverage of the Ministry’s activities so that target groups 

are reached in MCDs and in remote areas.
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CHAPTER 11

IMPLEMENTATION OF MINORITIES WELFARE 

PROGRAMMES/SCHEMES IN NORTH-EASTERN 

STATES AND SIKKIM

11.1 The Ministry has been allocated an outlay of ` 2850 crore in B.E. 2011-12 for various 

plan schemes which has been reduced to ` 2750 crore in R.E. 2011-12.

The scheme-wise earmarked allocation for North Eastern States and Sikkim is given below :-

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11.2   NMDFC gives special focus to availability of credit to the Minorities residing in North 

Eastern Region.  NMDFC schemes are operational in the North Eastern States through SCA 

with the exception of Arunachal Pradesh, Meghalaya and Sikkim. Under Term Loan & Micro 

credit schemes, out of ` 1750.07 Crores provided to the minorities all over the country 

till 31/12/2011, the share of North Eastern States has been `126.51 Crores (7.22%) for 

41,433 beneficiaries.  In the current year out of total allocation of ` 352.52 Crores in the 

country, an allocation of ` 33.70 Crores (9.55%) has been made for the North Eastern 
st

Region and up to 31  December 2011, an amount of ` 6.50 Crores has been released. 
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CHAPTER 12

GRANT IN-AID SCHEME TO STATE 

CHANNELISING AGENCIES OF NATIONAL 

MINORITIES DEVELOPMENT & FINANCE 

CORPORATION

12.1 The National Minorities Development & Finance Corporation implements its 

schemes through the State Channelising Agencies (SCAs). These are agencies so designated 

by the concerned State Governments which identify the beneficiaries, channelise the 

lendings and also make recoveries from the beneficiaries. However, most of the State 

Channelising Agencies have a very weak infrastructure leading to a weak delivery system. 

Consequently, the performance and the ambit of coverage of NMDFC may not improve 

unless the infrastructure of these agencies is improved.

12.2 The Ministry launched a scheme of Grants-in-Aid for improvement of the 

infrastructure of the SCAs during 2007-08. Under the scheme, 90% of the expenditure is to 

be borne by the Central Government and the State Government make matching contribution 

of 10%. Out of ` 4 crore sanctioned for this scheme for the financial year 2010-11, 

` 3.83 crore was released.  For 2011-12, ` 2.00 crore has been sanctioned under the 

scheme and proposals for release are being considered.
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CHAPTER 13

COMMISSIONER FOR LINGUISTIC MINORITIES

13.1 The Office of the Commissioner for Linguistic Minorities (CLM) was established in 

July, 1957, in pursuance of the provision of Article 350-B of the Constitution, which came 
th

into existence as a result of the Constitution (7  Amendment) Act, 1956 consequent upon 

the recommendations of the States Reorganization Commission. As per Article 350-B, it shall 

be the duty of the CLM to investigate all matters relating to the safeguards provided for the 

linguistic minorities in India under the Constitution and report to the President upon these 

matters at such intervals as the President may direct, and the President shall cause all such 

reports to be laid before each House of Parliament and sent the Government/ 

Administrations of the States/UTs concerned. The CLM has its headquarters at Allahabad 

with three Zonal Offices at Belgaum, Chennai and Kolkata. The CLM takes up all the matters 

pertaining to the grievances arising out of non- implementation of the Constitutional 

provisions and Nationally Agreed Scheme of Safeguards provided to linguistic minorities at 

the highest political and administrative levels of the State Governments and Union Territory 

Administrations and recommends remedial action. So far, 47 Reports of the CLM have been 
thlaid in Parliament and the 48  Report is under preparation.

13.2 Under the Constitution of India, certain safeguards have been granted to the 

religious and linguistic minorities. Articles 29 and 30 of the Constitution seek to protect the 

interests of minorities and recognize their right to conserve their distinct language, script or 

culture and to establish and administer educational institutions of their choice. Article 

347 makes provision for presidential direction for official recognition of any language spoken 

by a substantial proportion of the population of a State or any part thereof for such purpose 

as the President may specify. Article 350 gives the right to submit representation for redress 

of grievances to any authority of the Union or a State in any of the languages used in the 

Union/States. Article 350 A provides for instruction in the mother tongue at the Primary 

stage of education to children belonging to linguistic minority groups. Article 350-B provides 

for a Special Officer designated as Commissioner for Linguistic Minorities to investigate all 

matters relating to the safeguards provided for linguistic minorities under the Constitution.

13.3 The present Commissioner for Linguistic Minorities is Shri Nandlal Jotwani, Wing 

Commander (Retd.) 

th13.4 The 47  Report of the Commissioner for Linguistic Minorities has been laid on the 

table of the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha on 18.08.2011 and 29.08.2011 respectively.

13.5 To promote and preserve linguistic minority groups, the Ministry of Minority Affairs 

has requested the State/UT Governments to give wide publicity to the constitutional 
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safeguards provided to linguistic minorities and to take necessary administrative measures. 

The State/UT Governments were urged to accord priority to the implementation of the 

scheme of safeguards for linguistic minorities. CLM launched a 10 point programme to lend 

fresh impetus to Government efforts towards the preservation of the language and culture 

of linguistic minorities. 

13.6 The Commissioner for Linguistic Minorities organized the National Conference cum 

Workshop of Nodal Officers’ on Monday, February 21, 2011 at Govind Ballabh Pant Social 

Science Institute, Allahabad wherein the importance of the mother languages in imparting 

education and promotion of the minority languages in India was duly emphasized.   

th13.7 Hindi Diwas was organized on 14  September, 2011 in the office of the  CLM. 

13.8 The CLM participated in the XIX Annual General Meeting of National Council for 
rdPromotion of Urdu Languages on 3  October, 2011 at India International Centre, New Delhi.

13.9 The CLM addressed the functionaries of the Minority Languages Academies on 

18.10.2011 at the Delhi Secretariat.

13.10 The CLM delivered the Keynote Address in an International Seminar on “Revisiting & 

Emphasizing Tagore’s Pioneering Contribution on Gender Inequalities” organized by Maathru 

Bhoomi Foundation and sponsored by Ministry of Culture Government of India on 
rd23  October, 2011 at New Delhi. 

13.11 The CLM participated in the Meetings of the Sub-group, Working Group and  the 

Steering Committee constituted by the Planning Commission, Government of India on 
th‘Empowerment of Minorities’ for formulation of the 12  Five Year Plan (2012-17) for the 

Ministry of Minority Affairs. 
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CHAPTER 14

NATIONAL COMMISSION FOR MINORITIES

14.1 In January, 1978, the Government of India vide an executive order, set up a 

“Minorities Commission” to safeguard the interests of the minorities. With the enactment of 

the National Commission for Minorities Act, 1992, the Minorities Commission became a 

statutory body and was renamed as the “National Commission for Minorities”.

th
14.2 The first statutory commission was constituted on 17  May, 1993. The Government 

rd
of India vide Notification dated 23  October, 1993 notified five religious communities viz. 

Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, Buddhists and Zoroastrians (Paris) as minority communities 

under Section 2 (c) of the NCM Act, 1992.

14.3 In terms of Section 3(2) of NCM Act, 1992, the Commission shall consist of a 

Chairperson, a Vice Chairperson and five members to be nominated by the Central 

Government from amongst persons of eminence, ability and integrity provided that five 

members including the Chairperson shall be from amongst the minority communities. 

In accordance with Section 4(1) of the NCM Act, 1992, each member including the 

Chairperson shall hold office for a period of three years from the date of assumption of 

office.

14.4 The main functions of the Commission are to evaluate the progress of the 

development of minorities, monitor the working of the safeguards provided in the 

Constitution and in the laws enacted by the Central Government/State Governments for the 

protection of the interests of the minorities and look into specific complaints regarding 

deprivation of the rights of minorities. It also causes studies, research and analysis to be 

undertaken on the issues relating to the socio- economic and educational development of 

minorities and make recommendations for the effective implementation of the safeguards 

for the protection of the interests of minorities.

14.5 The present Commission consists of the following persons:-

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14.6 The National Commission for Minorities, in accordance with section 12 of the 

National Commission for Minorities Act, 1992, prepares and submits its Annual Report to the 

Ministry. In accordance with Section 13 of the NCM Act, 1992, the annual report of the 

Commission, together with a memorandum of action taken on the recommendations 

contained therein, in so far as they relate to the Central Government, and the reasons for 

non-acceptance, if any, of any such recommendation, is to be laid before each House of 

Parliament. Recommendations pertaining to various State Governments/Union Territory 

Administrations are forwarded to them for taking necessary action in accordance with 

section 9(3) of the NCM Act, 1992.

st14.7 Till the 31  December, 2011, fourteen (14) Annual Reports of erstwhile Minorities 

Commission for the period 1978-79 to 1992-93 and seventeen (17) Reports of the statutory 

Commission for the years 1993-94 to 2009-10 have been laid in Parliament. The first three 

Annual reports of the National Commission for Minorities, along with the Action taken 

Memoranda, were laid in both the Houses of Parliament before this Ministry was created. 

After the creation of this Ministry, thirteen Annual Reports along with Action Taken 

Memoranda on recommendations contained therein, were tabled in Parliament. 

14.8 State Governments of Andhra Pradesh, Assam, Bihar, Chhatisgarh, National Capital 

Region of Delhi, Jharkhand, Karnataka Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Uttar 

Pradesh Tamil Nadu and West Bengal have set up statutory State Minorities Commissions. 

The State Governments of Manipur and Uttarakhand have set up non-statutory 

Commissions. The Ministry has also requested the remaining State Governments/Union 

Territory Administrations to set up such Commissions.

14.9 The  Constitution  (One  Hundred  and  Third  Amendment)  Bill,  2004, to  confer 

constitutional status on the National Commission for Minorities and the National Commission 

for Minorities (Repeal) Bill, 2004 were introduced in the Lok Sabha in December, 2004. It 

was referred to the Standing Committee of Parliament. The Committee in its report had 

recommended that the Government should keep in view the observations made by the 

Supreme Court, in the case of Bal Patil Vrs UOI in its entirety, while finalizing the 

Constitution One Hundred and Third (Amendment) Bill, 2004.

14.10. The Supreme Court of India in its judgment on this case delivered on 08/08/2005, 

inter-alia, held:

“Henceforth, before the Central Government takes decision on claims of Jains as a 

‘minority’ under Section 2(c) of the Act, the identification has to be done on a state basis.”

In light of the above judgement, the report of the Standing Committee was examined in 

consultation with various other Ministries including the Ministry of Law & Justice. Thereafter 

official amendments to the Bill were prepared. Notice for moving official amendments, and 

for consideration and passing of these Bills, was initially given to the Lok Sabha on 

11.05.2007. This lapsed with the conclusion of the Budget Session, 2007.
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In the meantime certain representations were received expressing concern on proposed 

official amendments to the Constitution (One Hundred and Third Amendment) Bill, 2004. 

These representations were examined in consultation with the Ministry of Law and Justice. 

After consideration of representations notice for moving official amendments, and for 

consideration and passing of these Bills, was once again given to the Lok Sabha on 
th05.02.2009. However, with the dissolution of the 14  Lok Sabha, this notice could not be 

taken up and both these Bills together with the official amendments lapsed.

The petitioners in the Bal Patil case had filed a review petition in the Supreme Court. In the 

meantime, in September, 2010, this stands referred to a three judge bench of the Supreme 

Court. All these legal issues are at present under examination.
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CHAPTER 15

WAQF ADMINISTRATION AND CENTRAL 

WAQF COUNCIL

15.1 Ministry of Minority Affairs is responsible for implementation of the Wakf Act, 1995, 
st

(erstwhile The Wakf Act, 1954) which came into force with effect from 1  January, 1996. 
The Act extends to whole of India except the State of Jammu and Kashmir. Thirty States 
have constituted Waqf Boards under this Act, excluding J & K, which has its own Act. List of 
States Waqf Boards constituted under the Wakf Act, 1995 is at Annexure -VIII.

Scheme for computerization of the records of the State Waqf 
Boards 

15.2 The Waqf properties are spread out all over the country but effective survey of waqf 
properties has not been carried out in most States. There is scope for large scale 
development of waqf properties to ensure substantial income for the welfare schemes of the 
community.

15.3 The  Joint  Parliamentary  Committee  on  Waqf  in  its  9th  Report  recommended 
computerization of the records of the State Waqf Boards.

15.4 In order to streamline record keeping of the waqf lands, introduce transparency and 
social audit and to computerize the various functions/processes of the Waqf Boards and to 
develop a single web based centralized application, computerization of the records of the 
State Waqf Boards with the help of Central financial assistance to these Boards, including 
that of J & K was recommended by Joint Parliamentary Committee on Waqf. The proposal 

th
was approved on 25  November, 2009.

15.5 The broad objectives of the scheme for computerization and Management of Waqf 
properties are as follows:-

Properties Registration Management. 

Muttawalli Returns Management. 

Leasing of Properties Management. 

Litigations Tracking Management.
Documents Archiving & Retrieval Management. 

GIS of Waqf Properties. Funds Management to Mosques, Durgah, Kabristan, Imams, 
Muazzins, widows, girls marriages, scholarships, schools, hospitals, dispensaries, 
musafirkhanas, skill development centres etc. 

Loans Management for development of Urban Waqf properties.
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15.6 The scheme of computerization is to be applicable uniformly across all the 29 State 

Waqf Boards including Waqf Board of Jammu & Kashmir, making a special request for 

funding subject to availability of funds. The project also encompasses a handholding support 

period of 2 years with minimal financial support to hire some computer personnel by State 

Waqf Boards to stabilize the new system and train Waqf Board officials. An amount of 

` 12.03 crore has been released under the scheme to 26 SWBs, CWC & NIC. The Central 

Computing Facility has been set up in 19 SWBs and data entry in the WAMSI software is in 

progress. About 76,000 wakf records have been entered in the Wakf Registration Module. 

Preparation for digitization of about 40,000 wakf records has also been completed. In the 

remaining 7 SWBs  the setting up of the Central Computing Facility is nearing completion. 

Central Wakf Council

15.7 The Central Wakf Council, a statutory body under the aegis of the Ministry of 

Minority Affairs (Government of India) was established in December, 1964, under the 

provision of Section 8A of the Wakf Act, 1954 (now read as sub-section 1 of the section 9 of 

the Wakf Act, 1995) for the purpose of advising the Government of India on matters 

pertaining to working of the State Wakf Boards and proper administration of the Wakf in the 

country. The Union Minister of Minority Affairs is the Ex-officio Chairperson of the Central 

Wakf Council. The council has been re-constituted with 20 members on 12.02.2011 & 

01.11.2011 

15.8 Apart from taking up the issues as per the objectives of the Council, it has also 

been participating in the development process of the society by way of implementing the 

following schemes:

(i) Schemes for Development of urban waqf Properties:

With a view to protect vacant waqf land from encroachers, and to augment the resources of 

the waqfs for enlarging the welfare activities, the Central Wakf Council has been 

implementing a non-Plan scheme as captioned above with yearly grant-in-aid from the 

Central Government since 1974-75. Under the scheme, loan is extended to various waqf 

institutions in the country for taking up economically viable buildings on the waqf land like 

commercial complexes, marriage halls, hospitals, cold storage etc. Under the scheme the 

Govt. of India has released total grant-in-aid amounting to ` 35.84 crore since inception up 

to December, 2011. An amount of ` 1.19 crore was earmarked during 2011-12 under the 

scheme and out of which ` 1.18 crore has been released to Central Wakf Council.

   The grant released by the Ministry of Minority Affairs has been utilized by the CWC for 

sanctioning of loans for eight development projects.
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(ii) Minor Projects:

The loan amount disbursed by the Council to the waqf institutions in repayable in 20 half 

yearly installments with a moratorium of two year. The amount thus repaid forms a 

revolving fund of the Council, which is again utilized for the Minor Projects on the waqf land. 

Under this scheme, the Council had advanced the loan amounting to ` 4.97 crores to 

90 projects since 1986-87 out of which 68 projects have so far been completed and work on 

22 projects is in progress. 

(iii) Educational Schemes:

The grants-in-aid received by the Central Waqf Council is released to the waqfs in the form 

of interest free loans for the development of urban waqf properties. While the Council bears 

the entire expenditure on the staff working in the Scheme as well as other expenses, the 
stcouncil receives 4% donation (up to 31  December, 2009 the donation was 6%) for its 

Education Fund, from the loanee waqfs on reducing balance till the loan is repaid. The 

Education Fund of the Council is formed out of this donation. Moreover, the interest accrued 

on the Bank deposits of the Revolving Fund (meant for financing Minor Schemes) is also 

credited to the Education Fund. Thus, out of this Education Fund, the Council is running 

various educational programmes, which include establishment of I.T.I.s etc. The Education 

and Women Welfare Committee of the Council examines all the cases received under the 

scheme and makes recommendations accordingly. 

During the year 2011-12, (upto December, 2011) a grant of ` 41.60 lakhs was released  as 

grants-in-aid for financial assistance to ITIs, Vocational Training Centres, book banks/ 

libraries and providing matching grants to State Wakf Boards for scholarships. 

(iv) In-service training to the staff of the State Wakf Boards

The necessity for in-service training to the staff of State Wakf Boards had always 

been felt.  The Central Wakf Council after realizing the importance of having such training 

decided to launch this programme in collaboration with RCVP Noronha Academy of 

Administration and Management, Bhopal, which is functioning since 1966 as a focal point of 

all training activities in the State of Madhya Pradesh and has staff, infrastructure and other 

facilities for the purpose. It would be a regular programme to be organized off and on every 

year on various aspects of Wakf Management and the problem faced by the Board Officials 

in their day-to-day activities. 

Accordingly, the Council had financed and organized a training programme of three 

days each at RCVP Noronha Academy of Administration and Management, Bhopal on 
th th26 -28  September, 2011.
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CHAPTER 16

THE DURGAH KHWAJA SAHAB ACT, 1955

16.1 The Durgah of Khwaja Moin-ud-din Chishti at Ajmer in Rajasthan is a waqf of 

international fame. The Durgah Khwaja Saheb Act, 1955, provides for the administration, 

control and management of the Durgah Endowment of the Durgah Khwaja Moinuddin 

Chishty (R.A.). Under this Central Act the administration, control and management of the 

Durgah Endowment has been vested in a representative Committee known as the Durgah 

Committee appointed by the Central Government. The said Act and Bye Laws are available 

on the website: www.gharibnawaz.in

Administration of Durgah Khawaja Saheb Act, 1955

16.2 The Durgah of Khawaja Moin-ud-din Chishti at Ajmer in Rajasthan is of international 

fame. The Durgah is being administered under the Durgah Khawaja Saheb Act, 1955. 

The administration, control and management of the Durgah Endowment vests in the Durgah 
thCommittee. A new committee of the Durgah was constituted on 24  August, 2007. 

At present the following are the members of the Committee:

16.3 Powers and Duties of the Durgah Committee 

?To administer, control and manage the Durgah Endowment.

?To keep the buildings within the boundaries of the Durgah Sharif and all buildings, 

houses and shops comprised in the Durgah Endowment in proper order and in a 

state of good repair.
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?To receive all moneys and other income of the Durgah Endowment.

?To see that the Endowment funds are spent in the manner desired by the donors.

?To pay salaries, allowances and perquisites and make all other payments due out 

of, or charged on, the revenues or income of the Durgah Endowment.

?To determine the privileges of the Khadims and to regulate their presence in the 

Durgah by the grant of them licenses in that behalf, if the Committee thinks it 

necessary so to do.

?To determine the powers and duties of the Advisory Committee.

?To determine the functions and powers, if any, which the Sajjadanashin may 

exercise in relation to the Durgah.

?To appoint, suspend or dismiss servants of the Dargah Endowment.

?To make such provision for the education and maintenance of the indigent 

descendants of Khawaja Moin-ud-din Chishti and their families and the indigent 

Khadims and their families residing in India as the Committee considers expedient 

consistently with the financial position of the Durgah.

?To delegate to the Nazim such powers and functions as the Committee may think 

fit.

?To do all other such things as may be incidental or conducive to the efficient 

administration of the Durgah.

16.4 Management of Urs and Congregations:

The Annual Urs in June, 2011 and Mini Urs (Muharram) in December, 2011 were 

arranged successfully. Infrastructural arrangements were made by the Durgah Committee, 

Government of Rajasthan and the district administration, Ajmer.

The Ministry is working in close collaboration with the Government of Rajasthan 

and the Ministries of Tourism and Urban Development of Government of India for the 
thdevelopment of Durgah, Ajmer for celebration of 800  Urs which is likely to be held in 

May, 2012. 
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CHAPTER 17

NATIONAL MINORITIES DEVELOPMENT AND

FINANCE CORPORATION (NMDFC)
17.1 The National Minorities Development & Finance Corporation (NMDFC) was 

thincorporated on 30  September, 1994, with the objective to promote economic and 

developmental activities for backward sections among minorities. To achieve its objective, 

NMDFC is providing concessional finance for self-employment activities to eligible 

beneficiaries belonging to minority communities having family income below double the 

poverty line which at present is ` 55,000 p.a. and ` 40,000 p.a. in urban and rural areas 

respectively.

17.2 NMDFC has two channels to reach the ultimate beneficiaries (i) through the State 

Channelising Agencies (SCAs) nominated by the respective State/UT Government and 

(ii) through Non Governmental Organizations (NGOs). Under SCA programme, projects 

costing up to ` 5.00 lakhs to the individual beneficiaries are financed. Funds for this purpose 

are made available to the SCAs at interest rate of 3% for further loaning to the beneficiaries 

at 6%. The Corporation is also implementing schemes of Vocational Training & Educational 

Loan through the SCAs for capacity building of the target groups for self as well as wage 

employment.

17.3 Under micro financing scheme, micro-credit up  to ` 25,000 is being given to each 

of the members of the Minority Self Help Groups (SHGs) through the NGOs. Funds for this 

purpose are made available to the NGOs at 1 % for further loaning at an interest rate of 

5% per annum. In addition to loaning activity, NMDFC assists the targeted group in training 

for skill upgradation and marketing assistance. Under NGOs programme, there is also a 

provision of interest free loan (adjustable as grant) for promotion and stabilization of SHGs.

17.4 NMDFC is implementing the Educational Loan Scheme through the State 

Channelizing Agencies. Under this scheme, NMDFC provides  ` 2,50,000 to the candidates 

belonging to minority communities at a concessional interest rate of 3% p.a. for pursuing 

professional and technical education.

17.5 To implement its programmes, NMDFC has authorized share capital of ` 1500 crores 

out of which, the share of Govt. of India is ` 975.00 crores (65%) and the share of State 

Govts. is ` 390.00 crores (26%) while the remaining ` 135.00 crores (9%) is to be 

contributed by institutions/individuals having interest in minorities. Govt. of India has so far 

contributed ` 875.36 crores (89.78%) in the equity of NMDFC while ` 193.79 crores 

(49.69%) has been contributed by the various State Governments/UTs. An amount of 

` 55000 has been contributed by institutions/individuals having interest in minorities.

17.6 Under SCA programme since inception till 31/12/2011, NMDFC has given Term Loan 

assistance to 3,65,111 beneficiaries spread over twenty five States and three Union 
stTerritories with  an amount of ` 1478.91 crore. In 2011-12 (up to 31  December, 2011) an 

amount of ` 194.23 crore has been disbursed to 14,445  beneficiaries.
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Inauguration of new office premises of the National Minorities Development and Finance 
Corporation by Minister of Minority Affairs in the presence of Minister of State, 

thMinority Affairs on 27  May 2011.
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17.7 Micro Financing is being implemented by NMDFC since 1998-99 initially through 
stNGOs. Later, SCAs were also involved in implementation. Since inception till 31  December, 

2011, disbursement to the tune of ` 275.91 crore has been made under the micro financing 

scheme for 3,65,656 beneficiaries. In the current financial year (2011-12) up to 
st31  December, 2011, micro-credit loan of ` 34.00 crore has been disbursed to  NGOs/ SCAs  

for 18889 beneficiaries.

st17.8 Till 31  December, 2011, since inception NMDFC has disbursed a consolidated 

amount of ` 1750.109 crore benefiting 7,30,767 beneficiaries under the above two 
st

programmes. During the current financial year till 31  December, 2011 a consolidated 

amount of ` 128.239 crore has been disbursed for assisting 33,337 beneficiaries.

17.9 A scheme for giving grants-in-aid to State Channelising Agencies for strengthening 

of their infrastructure had been launched by the Ministry of Minority Affairs during 2007-08. 

Assistance is being provided for awareness campaigns, improvement in delivery systems, 

training of manpower, debt recovery etc. Under the scheme, 90% of the expenditure is 

borne by the Central Government and the State Governments have to make contribution 

of 10%. Out of ` 4 crore sanctioned for this scheme for the financial year 2010-11, 

` 3.83 crore was released. For 2011-12, ` 2 crore have been sanctioned for this scheme.

17.10   The Annual Report and audited Accounts of the NMDFC for the year 2010-11 
stwas laid in the Lok Sabha on 21  December, 2011 and in the Rajya Sabha on the 

th19  December, 2011.

17.11  A consultancy firm which was appointed to study and work out the details for 

restructuring of NMDFC has submitted its Reports which are being examined in the Ministry.



CHAPTER 18

MAULANA AZAD EDUCATION FOUNDATION 

18.1 The Maulana Azad Education Foundation (MAEF) was established in 1989 as a 

voluntary, non-political, non-profit making society registered under the Societies Registration 

Act, 1860.   

18.2 The main objectives of MAEF are to formulate and implement educational schemes 

and plans for the benefit of the educationally backward minorities in particular and weaker 

sections in general, to facilitate establishment of residential schools, especially for girls, in 

order to provide modern education to them and to promote research and encourage other 

efforts for the benefit of educationally backward minorities.

18.3 The General Body of the Foundation has 15 Members - six Ex-Officio Members and 

nine nominated members. The latter are nominated by the President of the Foundation - 

Union Minister for Minority Affairs is the Ex-Officio President of the Foundation - for a period 

of three years.  

18.4 The Schemes of the Foundation are mainly of two types, Viz. Grants-in-aid to NGOs 

for construction and expansion of schools/hostels, technical/vocational training centres with 

emphasis on girl students and Scholarships to meritorious girl students. The various 

schemes run by the Foundation are as under:

(a) Financial assistance to establish/expand schools/residential schools/colleges;

(b) Financial assistance for purchase of laboratory equipment and furniture etc;

(c) Financial assistance for setting up/strengthening vocational/technical training 

centre/institutes;

(d) Financial assistance for construction of hostel buildings;

(e) Maulana Azad National Scholarships for meritorious girl students;

(f) Maulana Abdul Kalam Azad Literacy Awards.

18.5 The Foundation is implementing its schemes out of the interest earned on its Corpus 

Fund, which is its main source of income. The Corpus Fund has been provided to the 

Foundation as part of plan assistance. The Corpus fund, which stood at ` 100 crore in the 

year 2006-07 now stands at `  700.00 crore. 
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18.6 The total approved plan outlay of ` 500 crore to augment the Corpus Fund of the 
thMAEF during the 11  Plan period has already been released to the MAEF. An additional 

provision of  ` 50 crore was made in the Budget Estimate for the year 2011-12. This would 

take the corpus to ` 750 crore .

18.7 Since its inception, MAEF has sanctioned ` 148.31 crores to 1137 NGOs throughout 

the country for construction/expansion of schools/colleges/girls hostels/polytechnics/ITIs 

and for the purchase of equipment/machinery/furniture etc and has distributed scholarships 

to 59303 girl students amounting to ` 68.99 crores. State-wise achievement details in 

respect of Grants-in-aid to NGOs are at Annexure-IX and that of scholarship scheme is at 

Annexure-X. 

st
18.8 In the year 2011-12 (up to 31  December 2011) the MAEF has sanctioned grants in 

aid to 139 NGOs amounting to ` 17.64 crore. Applications for scholarships to meritorious girl 

students are under process .

Steps Taken to Revamp the Organization

18.9 To ensure smooth functioning, increased accountability and transparency and to 

revamp system the following steps have been taken:-

(i) Recruitment Rules (RRs) of all the existing posts were finalized and notified during 

April, 2011.   

(ii) A Senior Administrative Grade (SAG) level Officer of the Central Government has been 

posted on deputation, as Secretary to the Foundation to ensure better management 

and accountability.

(iii) All important information with regard to grants-in-aid to NGOs and scholarship to girl 

child are available in the website of MAEF i.e.www.maef.nic.in.

(iv)  The resources of MAEF have been distributed in State wise manner in order to make 

sure that every State/UT is covered under the scheme and programme of the 

Foundations. Prior to 2008-09, no physical and financial targets were set by the MAEF 

for its Grants-in-aid scheme to NGOs. From the year 2008-09 the MAEF has started 

setting targets for this scheme.  

(v) Review meetings on the schemes and programmes of MAEF are being held at periodic 

intervals at the level of Secretary, Ministry of Minority Affairs. 
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18.10 An evaluation cum asset verification study on the schemes and programmes of the 

Foundation was carried out by Indian Social Institute in 2009-10. Broadly, three agency, 

inter alia, recommended enhancement of corpus fund of MAEF, computerization of vital 

data, proper utilization of funds etc.

18.11 Based on these recommendations, the size of the corpus fund of the Foundation has 

been enhanced, the major activities in the organization have been computerized and 

monitoring and inspecting procedure has been streamlined. 
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CHAPTER 19

GENDER  SPECIFIC ISSUES AND GENDER 

BUDGETING

19.1 Hon’ble Supreme Court in its judgments in the case of Vishaka Vs. State of 

Rajasthan (AIR 1997 SUPREME COURT 3011) laid down certain guidelines for instituting an 

anti-sexual harassment policy at the work place. Hon’ble Supreme Court stated that all 

employers and persons in charge of work place whether in public or in private sector, should 

take appropriate steps to prevent sexual harassment and without prejudice to the generality 

of this obligation, the organizations, be it public or private, should take certain steps to 

prevent and enquire any complaint based on sexual harassment received from the women 

workforce in the Ministry/Department/Organization.

19.2 In pursuance of the directions given by Hon’ble Supreme Court, an Internal 

Complaint Committee has been set up in the Ministry on 31.8.2009. This Committee is 

presently under re- constitution.

19.3 The Gender Budgeting Cell of the Ministry was re-constituted in December, 2010. 

The cell consists of two male and two lady officers. The cell is intended to bring about 

gender responsive budget in the Ministry. The Cell has held meetings to review the schemes 

/programmes of the Ministry to ascertain the flow of benefits to the women and girl 

beneficiaries. The Cell is supervised by the Joint Secretary (Administration) of the Ministry.

19.4 Three exclusive scholarship schemes for students belonging to the minority 

communities have been approved viz. a Merit-cum- means based scholarship scheme, a 

Post- matric scholarship scheme and a Pre-matric scholarship scheme. All three schemes 

provide for earmarking 30% of the available scholarships for girl students from the minority 

communities. Under the Merit-cum-means based scholarship scheme 32.47% and 34.29% 

of the scholarships sanctioned in the years 2009-10, 2010-11 respectively were awarded to 

girl students; under Pre-matric scholarship scheme, 50.89%, 48.47% and 48.21% of 

scholarships sanctioned for 2008-09, 2009-10 and 2010-11 respectively were awarded to 

girl students while 55.12%, 55.10% and 51.00% of scholarships sanctioned in 2008-09, 

2009-10 and 2010-11 respectively were awarded to girl students under Post-matric 
stscholarship scheme. In 2011-12 upto 31  December, 2011, the percentage of girl students 

awarded scholarships was as follows :

Pre-Matric Scholarship Scheme  -  53.80%
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Post Matric Scholarship scheme - 55.65%

Merit-cum-Means based scholarship scheme - 38.06%

Under one of the schemes of the Maulana Azad Education Foundation (MAEF) viz. 

award of scholarships to meritorious girl students, the MAEF has disbursed scholarships to 
st

59303 girl students amounting to ` 68.99 crore up to 31  December 2011.

19.5 In view of the fact that women are the weakest link among minorities in the 

country, NMDFC provides special focus to the credit needs of women.  It has been operating 

the micro financing scheme mainly focusing on poor minority women. The micro-financing 

scheme of NMDFC mainly aims on empowerment of women by way of meeting their credit 

needs in an informal manner through NGOs/SHGs. NMDFC has so far (up to 31/12/2011) 

assisted around 3,65,657 beneficiaries with micro credit of ` 271.19 crore, out of which over 

90% of the beneficiaries are women.

19.6 Further, NMDFC has introduced the Scheme of Mahila Samridhi Yojana which links 

micro credit to the women after training. Under this scheme, women are provided skill 

development training for duration of six months followed by requisite micro credit up to 

` 25000 with an interest rate of 4% p.a. for starting their income generation activities.

19.7 A scheme for Leadership Development of Minority women is implemented by the 

Ministry exclusively for women.
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CHAPTER 20

RIGHT TO INFORMATION ACT 2005

20.1 In accordance with the provisions of Section 4(1) (b) of the Right to information Act, 

2005 this Ministry has brought out a handbook for information and guidance of the general 

public. This is available at the Ministry’s website www.minorityaffairs.gov.in. This provides 

information about the Ministry’s organizational set-up, functions and duties of its officers 

and employees, records and documents available in the Ministry, etc. This also provides 

information about the schemes, projects and programmes being implemented by the 

Ministry and its various organizations.

20.2 To promote greater transparency and accountability, all the details, Frequently 

Asked Questions, Statistics of achievements under each scheme/Programme implemented 

by the Ministry are hosted on the website of the Ministry and updated regularly. Under the 

various scholarship schemes, the State Governments display the lists of the names of 

students awarded scholarships on their websites to which a hyperlink is provided in the 

website of the Ministry. Further under the MsDP, the States/UTs are required to submit 

photographs of the ongoing and completed works which are also hosted on the Ministry’s 

website. The Ministry also has a dedicated helpline to provide information and address the 

doubts of beneficiaries about the schemes/programmes in the Ministry.

20.3 Because of the affirmative actions taken by the Ministry to bring about 

transparency, responsiveness and greater participation of civil society, the Cabinet 
thSecretariat on 14  January, 2011 has requested all Secretaries of all Ministries/ Departments 

of the Government of India for adoption of the procedures implemented by the Ministry.

20.4 The Ministry of Minority Affairs has designated eight CPIOs and the three Joint 
stSecretaries as Appellate Authorities under this Act. In 2011-12(upto 31  December, 2011), 

257 applications and 14 appeals under the RTI Act were received and disposed of. 

A quarterly Report of status of RTI applications and appeals is sent to the Central 

Information Commissioner.
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CHAPTER 21

POLICY DECISIONS AND ACTIVITIES 

UNDERTAKEN DURING THE YEAR FOR THE 

BENEFIT OF THE PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES
th

21.1 The Ministry of Minority Affairs came in to existence on 29  January, 2006 to ensure 

more focused approach towards the issues relating to the minorities and to facilitate the 

formulation of overall policy and planning, coordination, evaluation and review of regulatory 

framework and development programmes for the benefit of the minority communities. The 

Ministry has a small set up consisting of sanctioned strength of only ninety three officers 

and staff with one Secretary, three Joint Secretaries and one Joint Secretary-cum Financial 

Advisor (additional charge). The Ministry essentially is officer oriented and most of the 

middle level officers work on the Desk Officers’ pattern.

21.2 Out of 93 sanctioned strength of officers/staff (most of which are filled from 

organized services) 64 posts have been filled up in the Ministry. Since inception of the 

Ministry only 3 posts of Peon have been filled up from open market and one post of 

Assistant Director has been filled by absorption of the officer on deputation. Rest of the 

posts have been filled up through short- term deputation. The benefits of reservation, 

therefore, could not be given to the persons with disabilities so far. Provisions regarding 

reservation for persons with disabilities will, however, be complied with during recruitment in 

future.

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CHAPTER 23

RESULTS-FRAMEWORK DOCUMENT, CITIZENS'/ 

CLIENTS' CHARTER AND GRIEVANCE REDRESSAL 

MECHANISM

23.1 Pursuant to the announcement made in the President’s address to both Houses of 
th

Parliament on 4  June, 2009, the Prime Minister approved the outline of the 

Performance Monitoring and Evaluation System for the Government Departments on 
th

11  September, 2009.

According to this system, each Department is required to prepare a Results Framework 

Document consisting of priorities set out by the Minister concerned, President’s address and 

announcements, agenda as spelt out by the Government from time to time. This Ministry 
thcompleted the preparation of its first RFD for the year 2009-10 on 30  November, 2009. This 

was the beginning of an exercise to bring about transparency and accountability in the 

Government with a shift from “reducing quantity of government” to “increasing quality of 

government”.

Based on the evaluation of the performance of the Ministry during the year 2009-10, the 

Cabinet Secretariat has awarded the Ministry an overall composite score of 92.76% which 

was higher than the average composite score of 89.40 % for 59 Departments of the 

Government.

23.2 The Citizen’s/Clients Charter of the Ministry for the year 2011-2012 which is 

Sevottam compliant and a mandatory requirement was prepared and uploaded on the 
nd

Cabinet Secretariat’s website on 2  May, 2011. The RFD of the Ministry for the year 2011-12 

has also been uploaded on the Cabinet Secretariat’s  website. The mid-term achievements 
th

under RFD 2011-12 were uploaded on 16  December, 2011.
