I am directed to convey the sanction of the President for release of an amount of Rs.3,02,87,000/- (Rupees three crore two lakh eighty seven thousand only) as 2nd  instalment to the Govt. of Tripura for 
implementing the scheme "Restructured Multi Sectoral Development Programme for Minority 
Concentration Blocks (MCBs) in North Tripura district as per the details enclosed at Annexure I. The 
non-recurring grant may be released to the Govt. of Tripura CAS, Reserve Bank of India, Nagpur.

Grant-in-aid to State Governments, 02- Grants for State Plan Schemes (Sub Major Head), 378 -General-
(Welfare of Schedule Casts/Schedule Tribes and Other Backward Classes and Minorities) -Other Grants 
(Minor Head), 01 - Multi sectoral Development Programme for minorities, 01.00.35 — Grant for creation 
of capital assets for the year 2014-15.

6. The State Government should ensure that a board containing information of the date of sanction 
of the project, likely date of completion, estimated cost of the project, source of funding i.e. MsDP 
(Government of India), contractor(s) name and the physical target is displayed. After completion of 
projects, a permanent display would be installed.
